Chairman’s Statement

DEAR SHAREHOLDERS,

On behalf of the Board of Directors, | extend a warm welcome to our shareholders to the ninety fifth Annual meeting
of the Company. We have enclosed herewith our annual report & audited accounts, which set out the performance of
the Company for the financial year that ended on 31st March 2008.

In many ways, 2007/08 was a year of change and progress for the Carson Cumberbatch Group. We continued to
invest in every aspect of our core businesses and setting in place the business models necessary to ensure the
growth and sustainability of these businesses well into the future. Thus, not only did we invest in capacity
expansion by way of capital expenditure amounting to Rs. 1.17 billion but also invested in operational excellence -
creating management structures, operating processes and systems that will lead to enhanced efficiency and
competitiveness. We also invested in people, building up a line of succession and talent pool that will take the
Company forward towards its long-term goals.

Carson Cumberbatch PLC recorded its best ever performance to date in FY 2007/08; and this performance proves
that the strategic initiatives we have put in over the years into developing our core sectors, are now beginning to
pay off. Profit before tax was Rs. 5.03 billion, a 97% growth while profit after tax was Rs. 3.56 billion, a growth of
89% over the previous year. Shareholders’ funds was Rs. 12.30 billion having grown 22% during the year. We are
confident of being able to sustain this momentum over the next few years.

Vision Centred Growth...

The Carsons Group in its vision statement formulated more than a decade earlier, recognised the potential of ‘Asia’
as its future playing field, and built up a regional business presence that will add value to shareholders well into the
future. This presence in the Asian region spans across Sri Lanka our home base, where most of our core
businesses are concentrated; Malaysia, Indonesia and Singapore where our oil palm plantation business is
focused; and India where we recently invested in several brewery projects. Our strategic partnerships in our main
businesses extend to the Carlsberg Group, KLM Royal Dutch Airlines, Northwest & Air France, Unit Trust of India,
International Finance Corporation and HSBC Asset Management Hong Kong, as well as many international financial
institutions that have funded our overseas projects.
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The challenge facing management today is to
overcome adversity and refocus business effort
to where returns can be generated. We feel that
to profit from stable and ideal macro environmental
conditions does not constitute a great
management effort. But to profit in spite of
adversity does show exceptional management
talent - and this is what we have come to expect
from our team

Core Sectors Equipped to Capture Opportunities...

Our oil palm sector benefited from positive market conditions for the commodity as well as considerable management
focus on improving yields and productivity. Our 20,000 ha plantation in Indonesia PT Agro Indomas is beginning to
generate economic returns after its initial gestation period. Our total land bank in Indonesia amounts to 80,000 ha. The
global growth in commodities should continue to sustain itself into the future, though at a slower pace than currently, given
the huge appetite originating from emerging markets like China and India. The immense opportunities stemming from
these dynamic industry conditions in all segments of the palm oil value chain, are potential business opportunities that can
be captured by our plantation sector - once our scale of operations, resource base and financing options are in place. In
order to facilitate our expansion plans, a new plantation holding company Goodhope Asia Holdings Limited was
incorporated in Singapore during the year, and is held 100% by the Group.

The local businesses experienced some setbacks mainly due to external and economic impacts but our teams are
refocusing their efforts on strategies that will enable us to ride out these economic cycles effectively. Locally, the
beverage sector experienced a better performance as a result of growth for selected product ranges although inflation
and raw material price increases had an impact on margins. Taxes as always continued to be a burden on the sector
and we believe that more effort is required on the part of the authorities to check the spread of illicit liquor. We
anticipate that the Lion Brewery’s efforts in developing a business base in India through its JV with Carlsberg
International will in the medium to long-term, pave the way to supplement returns with the potential of one of South
Asia’s fastest growing consumer markets. With all major global brewing giants entering the Indian market, the
majority shareholder Carlsberg will bring in a wealth of global experience to the venture. Within Sri Lanka, we will look
at related segments in the beverage category to enhance returns.

The investment sector did not have too many options for booking profits this year due to limited activity in the equity
markets, although we did look upon it as a year of opportunity that was used to consolidate and strengthen the portfolio
with new investments in growth sectors like retail, healthcare, food & beverage and telecom. As always, our investment
selection process opted for companies with entrepreneurial management and strong sustainable business models. We
anticipate that the potential for private equity will also grow given the fact that subdued conditions on the CSE may not
prompt corporates to come out for a listing immediately. For the Guardian Group, with its track record of having managed
an extensive listed equity portfolio, these are new and innovative sources of capturing growth opportunities in the local
capital market. The investment sector should now ideally look towards widening its exposures regionally.



The real estate sector continues to work on property development initiatives aimed at enhancing profitability by realising
capital gains to complement our rental business. It will look at exploiting the opportunities posed by the shortage of
residential housing in the country, and the potential for creating new concepts in property development - combining the
commercial, retail and housing segments profitably. Since property development is a new area of business for the Group,
we need to build up a business model and marketing strategy that will be sustainable even under conditions of slower
economic growth.

The leisure sector which is a non-core business for the Group was affected by the on-going conflict in the country. Our
teams put forward their best efforts to supplement revenues with local business. As mentioned in our earlier reports
Carsons will look to divest its leisure sector at a justifiable valuation, when market opportunities present themselves.

Today, against the backdrop of our best ever performance, | take this opportunity to acknowledge the outstanding
leadership role played by my colleagues on the main Board, the subsidiary company Boards and our management
teams, who made this possible. This team has demonstrated its capacity and capability to create a positive change
in all our businesses and foster an entrepreneurial culture of management which is unique to Carsons and the way we
run our business. As an organisation, we value people who demonstrate outstanding skills and professionalism, are
results oriented and take ownership for what they do - giving life to the ‘Carsons way’ of doing business. We have
invested in developing our second line of management and taken steps to ensure that responsibilities are being
devolved effectively to these management teams. Our succession planning effort will pass on more accountability for
meeting business targets to the second line of management and develop a set of people who can take our sectors
forward effectively.

Itis not our usual practice to use adverse environmental and market constraints as an excuse to explain a drop in business
performance. We take externalities as given and believe that businesses must justify above average returns to shareholders
over the medium to long term, even if there is a poor year in between. The challenge facing management today is to
overcome adversity and refocus business effort to where returns can be generated. We feel that to profit from stable and
ideal macro environmental conditions does not constitute a great management effort. But to profit in spite of adversity
does show exceptional management talent - and this is what we have come to expect from our team.

As shareholders are aware, our regional and home economies faced challenging times given the unprecedented rise in
oil & commaodity prices, the resulting rise in food costs and the consequent economic impacts on currencies,
inflation and exchange rates. The effects were compounded in Sri Lanka where the country is currently grappling with
severe security concerns due to its internal conflict, which has necessarily been a drain on domestic resources.
Internationally, the recessionary conditions in the US economy, attributed to its credit crisis will also have an impact
on slowing down the global economy; although most experts predict that the fallout on Asia will be cushioned by the
‘de-coupling’ effect of Asian economies from the Western markets.

Despite the security concerns and deteriorating economic indicators, growth wise Sri Lanka was able to sustain
itself thanks to the strong demand and purchasing power of the Sri Lankan consumer, who was able to keep the
economic momentum of our country going. It must be noted that worker remittances played a key role in sustaining
consumer demand.

Where our home country is concerned, we can only hope that a speedy solution to our internal issues can be arrived
at, so that our nation’s abundant natural and talented human resource base can be put to full use to create prosperity
for our citizens. The restoration of normalcy and law and order is a must. While appreciating the Government’s
initiatives to commence the coal power project, hydro-power projects, irrigation schemes and accelerate the Southern
& Airport highways, further expenditure on vital infrastructure development in the ports, highways, transportation and
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water supply sectors should be stepped up, so that Sri Lanka’s competitiveness within the South Asian region would
not be impaired. Such projects have been successfully implemented in partnership with the private sector in other
countries, and we urge policy makers to focus their efforts on fast tracking this aspect of development. This way,
automatically the growth of the rural areas would be enhanced since more corporates would be motivated to invest
outside Colombo if better quality infrastructure were to be made available. This in turn would create employment
opportunities for the under privileged low income segments of the population and uplift their quality of life.

Another important and pressing issue is the availability of a talented pool of workers at all levels of skill and
competency, to take Sri Lanka’s development initiatives forward. The current brain drain will create a serious lacuna
in the future resourcefulness of the country and the only way to stem the tide is to create a more conducive
environment within the country for these talented people to find opportunities for career development.

Regionally, our businesses felt that the economic fundamentals we face in South East Asia have been affected by
global inflation, and that capital markets have also experienced volatility. Fundamentally these economies remain
relatively strong; although operationally the impact of rising input costs and high cost of labour and skilled staff due
to the growing demand for human resources in these countries were constraints we faced. An increase in the cost
of capital will also be experienced in future due to global inflationary tendencies.

Having said this, we have ensured that our businesses are well equipped to deal with such conditions and respond
effectively to macro environmental changes. We look forward to taking the strategic plans of our core sectors forward
and building a strong and sustainable business base for our shareholders. Within that long-term plan, we see further
investments being channeled into the plantation sector, while the brewery, investments and real estate sectors will
focus on optimising the capital employed within these businesses to drive more value creation to shareholders. We
have now come to a point of time in our Group where each of our core businesses must make the best use of the
resources under its control to seek new avenues of growth and blaze new trails.

We are also aware that as our business evolves, we need to create within each of our core sectors a corporate
structure that is financially strong, resource rich, independent, and self-financing. As we have mentioned earlier, we
have now created management and operational structures that are conducive for the future growth of our business;
and it only remains to ensure that our corporate structures too support this effort. As such in the current year we will
give serious thought to creating business structures that will enable each sector along with its dedicated management
team to embark on new initiatives that will keep pace with each respective industry and our strategic plans.

In conclusion, | thank my colleagues on the Board for their vision, leadership and guidance that has made a real
difference to the way Carsons as a business has matured over the years. | welcome to the Board Mr. Faiz Mohideen
who brings in years of experience in the public sector. We are confident that we will benefit from the experience,
knowledge and wider insights he brings. We are greatly indebted and | thank our business associates, regulators and
policy making authorities who have extended to us their fullest co-operation to facilitate our business efforts. | also
thank our staff for their good work, commitment and dedication. Finally | wish to place on record our sincere
appreciation to our shareholders who have over the years continued to place their confidence in our Board and
management. We look forward to developing our business further and sharing with all our stakeholders - our
shareholders, our employees, the country and society - the economic benefits derived from the businesses we own
and manage.

Corporate Review

The consolidated performance for the year 2007/08 was the best ever achieved by Carsons up to now. As a Group,
each of the core sectors have achieved results that were reflective of the industry conditions they faced and the
management processes in place to ensure returns from these businesses over time. At the same time, each of our
core businesses invested in expansion programmes and new business initiatives that will sustain the momentum
gathered upto now.

FINANCIAL RESULTS

Consolidated turnover for the year was Rs. 15.26 billion, a growth of 64%. Turnover growth mainly originated from the
plantations sector due to the increase in volumes produced as well as an increase in commodity prices. The brewery
sector too recorded a 31.5% increase in turnover. Costs were affected by inflationary conditions both globally and in
Sri Lanka, and hence an increase in administrative and distribution costs of 34% and 105% is noted. However, the
growth in turnover did translate to an increase in profit after tax of 89%.

Consolidated profit before tax was Rs. 5 billion, the highest recorded by Carsons, with plantations accounting for a
significant part of this growth, while the brewery sector also showed an increase. Profit after tax was

Rs. 3.56 billion, recording a growth of 89%. The investment holdings sector depicts the results of the investment
companies, the sector holding companies and strategic investments in associates collectively. The core investment
business of the Group (comprising the portfolio management activities) generated a profit of Rs. 128 million which is
lower than the comparative figure of last year due to the more subdued equity market conditions that prevailed. The
real estate sector recorded a growth in operating profits to Rs. 69 million and the leisure sector recorded a loss of
Rs. 30.3 million, which is lower than last year.

The net assets distribution shows the spread of the Group resource base and is stated at the most recently available
valuations. The real estate and investment portfolio are at market value, whereas the plantation is taken at biological
valuation carried out by an internationally accredited firm of valuers. Other property, plant & equipment is considered
at book value. Net assets per share amounted to Rs. 2,013/-.
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Cashflows from operating activities at Group level, at Rs. 3.23 billion, showed an improvement over the previous
year. The latter figure is after financing a net increase in working capital of Rs. 1.3 hillion. Of the net cash flows
generated, Rs. 1.1 billion was re-invested in the form of capital expenditure, while an amount of Rs. 1.75 billion was
mainly used to repay loans and long term creditors. This resulted in a net cash position of a negative Rs. 1 billion at
the end of the year. Capital expenditure consisted mainly of plantation and brewery expansion expenditure.

The operational conditions facing each business sector and the strategic initiatives of each are given in more detail in
the sector reviews.

CARSON CUMBERBATCH RESULTS AND SHAREHOLDER RETURNS

At Company level, Carson Cumberbatch PLC recorded an income of Rs. 747 million and a corresponding profit after
tax of Rs. 124 million. Company recorded an exceptional gain from the transferring of its entire holding in Shalimar
Developments Sdn. Bhd. During the year to Goodhope Asia Holdings Limited, a fully owned subsidiary incorporated in
Singapore. The net assets of the Company amounted to Rs. 1.73 billion.

Return on shareholders' funds was 16%.

This year the proposed dividend per share to be approved at the AGM amounts to Rs. 3.00, which represents a
payout of 19.8% at Company level.

MANAGEMENT SERVICES

The consolidated financials this year also shows the results of the separate plantation management companies set up
in Indonesia, Malaysia and Sri Lanka to provide vital operational and management inputs to the sector. With its
growing business base in diverse locations, this management structure was set up in order to service sector needs
effectively and centralise key HR skills, operational systems and processes in the most advantageous manner. Thus,
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all agronomy and plantation related resources have been concentrated within the Indonesian and Malaysian
management companies (PT Agro Harapan Lestari and Agro Harapan Lestari Sdn. Bhd.), while the management
support services which can be located off-shore in Sri Lanka for more effective resource sharing, have been sourced
through the local management company Agro Harapan Lestari Private Limited, thus helping to secure the benefits of
scale economies for the plantation units spread across Indonesia and Malaysia. We believe that this structure will
help us effectively combine the resource strengths available within Sri Lanka and regionally for the efficient
functioning of the plantation business at manageable cost.

The fund management capabilities of the Group have been built up and institutionalised within Guardian Fund
Management Limited. Thus the staff, systems, investment management skills as well as the decision making,
research and compliance processes for effective portfolio management have been set up within this Company. All
operational management activities of the investment companies are based here. The Company is registered as an
Investment Manager with the Securities and Exchange Commission of Sri Lanka and falls within its regulatory
purview. It also manages an external fund, the Sri Lanka Fund, incorporated in the Cayman Islands and has the
capacity and processes in place to manage third party client funds for a fee.

Carsons Real Estate Management Services is the newly formed management services company of the real estate
sector and it is in the process of developing the management capabilities in project management, marketing & sales,
customer service and legal/regulatory needs of the sector. It is now being equipped with the necessary expertise and
systems for this purpose. In addition it will also take up the responsibilities of property maintenance for the existing
properties of the Group.

Carsons Management Services Private Limited, remains the local management services arm for the holding company,
and its role is now mainly to provide policy guidance to the operational teams; and play a supervisory, compliance and
monitoring role on behalf of the parent company. In the areas of business support, this company provides centralized
management support services to the local business units in the areas of corporate secretarial, legal, IT, human
resources management, internal audit and risk management services and corporate level finance and tax advisory
services. Where business needs require it, some of the services like IT, HR and legal will be decentralised to the
operating unit level. In keeping with our management approach of delegating operational responsibilities to the sector
management teams, all operational financial and HR functions have been decentralised at the business unit level.

This ‘sector based’” management company structures will compel each business unit, as well as the parent company,
to gear themselves to the new needs of our growing businesses, and build within each management company the
resources, capabilities, systems and processes which are relevant and appropriate to the business needs of each
sector. Plus it will also create an effective monitoring role at the parent company to ensure that the strategic
direction being pursued by each business unit is in line with the long-term goals set for each sector and the
conglomerate.
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Our associate companies in the insurance sector and unit trust industry had a good year of financial performance.
Union Assurance recorded a profit after tax of Rs. 254 million in 2007, a growth of 62% over the previous year. In a
year of heightened competition within the insurance industry, Union Assurance invested in enhancing its distribution
capability, product innovation, improved service standards, gaining brand visibility and capacity building for the future
by strengthening its management team and developing people. Product innovations to cater to market needs were
introduced, while service improvements to keep pace with industry change were also set in motion, and this will
strengthen the Company’s brand value in the future. Life insurance showed a marked growth supported by an increase
in the field force and productivity of the sales team. For Carsons, its stake in the Company represents a valued
strategic investment, in an industry that has not yet reached sufficient penetration within the mass market,
particularly where life insurance is concerned. As such, we see future growth potential in this industry for companies
that can create strong brands, offer clients innovation, good service and value for money. We believe that Union
Assurance has in place the management processes required for achieving and sustaining further growth by capturing
the market spaces available for fulfilling insurance needs.

Our associate company, The Unit Trust Management Company Limited, a joint venture between Carsons, Bank of
Ceylon, Unit Trust of India, HSBC Asset Management Hong Kong and Sri Lanka Insurance Corporation performed well
during the year. It has over Rs. 3 billion worth of funds under management, vested mainly with the Ceybank Unit
Trust, Century Growth Fund and Ceybank Gilt-Edged Fund. Of these, the Ceybank Unit Trust is a balanced fund with
mixed exposures to equity and fixed income securities, and the Ceybank Century Growth Fund is an equity fund. Both
funds out-performed their benchmark performance indices, recording a return of 8.97% and 0% respectively, despite
the decline of the Colombo Bourse by 8.58% in terms of the All Share Index and 17.10% in terms of the Milanka
Price Index. The Company launched the Ceybank Gilt-Edged Fund, a fixed income fund which will invest only in
Government Securities this year. During the year, the Company mobilised new funds amounting to approximately

Rs. 710 million to its three unit trusts.

Ceybank Unit Trust is the largest Fund in the Unit Trust Industry commanding over 30% of the total market share and
60% of the share in the Balanced Fund category. Ceybank Century Growth Fund is the largest Fund in the Growth fund
category commanding over 51% of the market share.
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The last decade has seen extensive growth in the profitability, asset base and
investing capacity of Carsons. We have consolidated our position in high growth
sectors that can sustain well into the future. We have focused on a few core
businesses and committed our resources into supporting those chosen sectors,
building up management capabilities to drive future performance and ensure
operational excellence.

Carsons has a long, well established, solid track record of performance
and financial stability. It is strengthened by international partnerships in
its local and regional ventures. The Group is financially strong, asset
rich, focused on value creation and shareholder wealth. We have built up

Our plantation business benefitted from the commodity boom worldwide, since crude palm oil traded at prices

that were on average 106% above the previous year. A surge in demand from the major consuming markets of

China and India supported demand while strong interest in growing downstream uses kept the edible oil market
buoyant throughout the year. The diversion of interest to global commodity markets in the wake of rising oil prices
and anticipated consumption increases, is a unique phenomenon that will keep agricultural prices upbeat in the
coming months. India reduced the import duty on palm oil with the intention of controlling rising domestic inflation,
but prices also reacted to the anticipated increase in soya production and the effect of the weather which is expected
to curb supplies.

Positive industry conditions led to an increase in demand for land in Indonesia, intensifying competition amongst
industry players to secure the best locations available. Corporates also sought to consolidate their competitive
positions by realising scale economies, investing in capacity expansion and creating alliance for greater convergence
and consolidation of activities along the plam oil value chain. Access to end consumer markets and branding were
looked to as strategies that will sustain future returns. With industry growth came greater pressure on palm oil
companies to be more environmentally and socially conscious; and large multinationals which use palm oil as a raw
material refocussed on their sustainability programmes.

Where our own plantations were concerned, we continued to invest in extending our cultivated area in order to
benefit from industry growth, as well as the economies of scale that would result. Consequently the total planted
area increased to 38,273ha and oil processing capacity was doubled to 180MT/hr. The total land bank within the
sector, including the land bank under development, is 80,000ha spread across different regions of East and
Central Kalimantan.

The resource base already under the management of the Carsons Group, through the Malaysian plantation companies,
PT Agro Indomas, PT Agro Bukit and other land banks in Indonesia can be leveraged to finance the expansion plans of
this sector. The sector holding company incorporated in Singapore will further facilitate this process. In order to
balance the risk exposure to a commodity business, it would be appropriate for us to seek alliances with players in
value added downstream industries to supplement our returns and weather commodity price cycles. In expanding our
business base - either into our core activity of cultivation & processing or value added downstream segments - we
would have to seek appropriate JV partnerships to strengthen our competencies and gain access to end consumer
markets; as well as spread business risks.

Our output from mature areas increased by 37% this year, due to more areas coming into maturity as well as
yield improvements.
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Business Review/0il Palm Plantations

Initiatives to improve productivity resulted in better yields & extraction ratios and helped contain production cost
increases to manageable levels, although high input costs resulting from increase in fertilizer & chemical prices did
have an impact on margins. Our profits this year partly reflect the impact of commaodity price increases, but our
management strategies take into account the need to have competitive operating cost structures, systems and
processes that will support our business performance even in times of adverse commodity markets.

The sector also invested in obtaining ISO 14001 certification and as a member of the Roundtable on Sustainable
Palm Oil, worked alongside industry players to be compliant with industry guidelines on sustainable plantation
management practices. Initiatives are also underway at each plantation level to widen the existing scope of CSR
activities focusing on the community and the environment; as well as implementing the PLASMA outgrower scheme
aimed at creating a smallholder base. Land reservation and environmental preservation measures contributed to the
conservation of the natural habit within the locations we operate. As a socially responsible business we have ensured
that our plantation business fulfills, not just the regulatory norms required for sustainability, but goes beyond and
attempts to invest in and create an organisational culture where sustainability is valued.

Shareholders would note that this sector has over the last few years contributed consistently to the growth in Group
profits. Profitability has enhanced over the years as new areas cultivated reached maturity, and the management team
effectively dealt with the task of re-investing for growth while supporting profitability and cashflow.

Where the Group business portfolio is concerned, we expect that this sector would continue to be the dominant core
business for Carsons in the years to come. The focus would be on building a substantial business base and becoming
one of the key players within the palm oil industry in South East Asia. Our aim, as we move into the future, is to
create a business with the management competencies and financial capacity that can capture the countless
opportunities presented by the commodity markets; as well as extend our business reach through appropriate
partnerships into related sub-sectors along the palm oil value chain.
