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Dear shareholders,

I take pleasure in presenting the Annual Report and Audited Financial Statements of
Pegasus Hotels of Ceylon PLC for the year 2009/2010. I welcome all the shareholders to
the 44th Annual General Meeting of the Company.

Economic Environment

The Government, after concentrated, well planned and equally well executed military
operation has successfully wiped out all kinds of terrorism that was the biggest hindrance
to tourism industry for the last 30 years. Now that is finally eliminated, we can see the
Government is making efforts to bring about peace without which the tourism industry
could not succeed in the nation. 

Therefore, the prospects of new market opening up for Sri Lanka in that not too distant
future is becoming a distinct prospect. 

The year under review of post war scenario, the gradual improvement of global recession
and relaxed travel warnings has attracted the east Europe market and substantial increase
of British Market. Cumulative tourist arrival for the year 2009/10 improved by 14.3% to
501,602 compared to 438,475 arrivals in 2008/09, but the steady inflow of tourists had
been somewhat hampered due to General and Presidential elections which were held
during the last quarter of the financial year. 

The development of the infrastructure in the vicinity of the Hotel, namely the access road
is vital to provide a better overall experience to our guests. The access road construction is
in its last stages of completion and it will add value to our property. 

Performance during the year

The Hotel has ended the year with a net profit of Rs. 12.09 million, an increase of Rs. 17.6
million compared to the loss of Rs. 5.5 million recorded in year 2009 which is a 318%
increase. The revenue of the Company recorded a growth of 16% over the previous year.
It's a great improvement from last year given the positive environment after the war that
had direct impact to the industry. Carried forward losses reduced to Rs. 18.4 million. 

This turnaround in performance is not the mere result of market recovery alone, which in
reality came into play only towards the last quarter of the financial year. Over 3 years of
conscious focus on cost drivers has arrested the unwarranted increase in direct costs and
overheads. Wastage was minimised if not totally eliminated. I would say this cost control
efforts contributed to recovery in performance in equal proportion to the turnover spike.

All this was done whilst keeping the Hotel utilities and aesthetics in top order, thus
providing the springboard for the Hotel to capitalise on the full dividends of market boom
when it really arrives. 
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Future outlook

As per market information from key sources, we are presently hopeful that the tourism will
stabilize by forthcoming winter tourist season. The management has decided to enhance
guest facilities such as restaurant, banqueting as well as accommodation areas to promote
the hotel locally and internationally.

I offer my sincere appreciation to the management and staff for their commitment and
courage in maintaining the high standard of hospitality environment of the hotel and the
shareholders and our business associates for their continuous support.

Last but not least, I extend my generous appreciation to all our guest clientele including
club membership holders for their valued patronage of our Hotel Facilities. Our doors are
always open to you.

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Markets

2009/10 has truly been a year of significance for the tourism industry in Sri Lanka. With
the 30 year civil war ending in May 2009, the hotel was able to overcome the continued
losses at the beginning of the year, by making reasonable profits during the last two
quarters of the year, thus ending the financial year with a Rs. 12.09 million profit, which is
an increase of Rs.17.63 million from the previous year. The revenue of the company
recorded a growth of 16% over the previous year

In the aftermath of war, the management scan on future tourist trends, focussed on British
market and expanded on the Indian MICE (Meetings, Incentives, Conferences, Exhibitions)
market on a large scale.

The domestic market also gained momentum, as most of the corporate organizations were
gradually recovering from the economic recession. Collaboration between HSBC and
Pegasus Reef Hotel for credit card holders generated more local reservations. 

Given the strategic positioning of the hotel as a MICE destination it was heavily patronized
by local companies, multi nationals and NGO's to hold conferences, seminars, exhibitions
and outbound training program, thus accounting for 24% of the hotel revenue. Pegasus
Reef hosted participants of Sports tournaments, religious Congregations and Airline crews
during the year broadening the range of clientele giving it much needed publicity as a
niche hotel. 

The balance 76% was revenue from other sources such as food & beverages, room revenue etc.

Operations 

The key to the improvements this year has been the Company's ability to maintain
operating margins at reasonable levels through stringent cost management practices.
Administrative expenses were Rs. 97.89 million in comparison to Rs. 99.67 million recorded
in the previous year. Energy cost was reduced by 3.1 million compared to the previous year. 

Through stringent cost management and controls over the working capital, coupled with
enhanced marketing efforts, the company recorded a positive cash flow enabling it to
service debts and manage the operations of the year. A remarkable achievement given the
environment that prevailed during the year. 

Operating profit was Rs. 19.5 million after charging depreciation of Rs. 10.9 million.
Finance charges were Rs. 9.5 million. The profit for the year was Rs. 12.09 million with the
carried forward losses being cut down to Rs. 18.4 million. 
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Future Outlook

With the end of the war situation and the welcoming signs of recovery in the global
recession, there is a greater hope that tourist arrivals to the country would improve in the
not too distant future. 

In order to meet the increase in demand for rooms, the hotel is renovating 18 Tsunami
affected rooms, adding to the total capacity by October 2010, well before the winter
season.

The Company continued to recognize the talents of its staff members by conducting the
Best Employee of the Division Scheme. Twelve members of the staff received cash awards
during the year.

The hotel conducted 'Shramadana' programmes to clean the surroundings of the hotel and
the beach to maintain a clean environment.

All the staff members are entitled to hygienically prepared meals free of charge whilst on
duty. Also free transport is provided. The hotel also provides the staff with uniforms,
accommodation for those who travel from outstation at a very nominal rate, and medical
insurance, covering both OPD and hospitalization.

During the Xmas season, all staff were given gift vouchers. A Christmas party was held for
the staff and family members, with gifts being distributed to all the children.

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Pegasus Hotels of Ceylon PLC, which comprise the
balance sheet as at 31st March 2010, and the income statement, statement of changes in equity and cash flow
statement for the year then ended, and a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory
notes.

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in accordance
with Sri Lanka Accounting Standards. This responsibility includes: designing, implementing and maintaining
internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free from
material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error; selecting and applying appropriate accounting policies;
and making accounting estimates that are reasonable in the circumstances.

Scope of Audit and Basis of Opinion

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We conducted our
audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards. Those standards require that we plan and perform the
audit to obtain reasonable assurance whether the financial statements are free from material misstatement. 

An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation.

We have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our knowledge and belief were
necessary for the purposes of our audit. We therefore believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our
opinion.

Opinion

In our opinion, so far as appears from our examination, the Company maintained proper accounting records for
the year ended 31st March 2010 and the financial statements give a true and fair view of the Company's state
of affairs as at 31st March 2010 and its profit and cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Sri
Lanka Accounting Standards.

Emphasis of Matter

Without qualifying our opinion we draw attention to Note no 15 to these financial statements.  As explained in
the said note, the Company has submitted a claim of compensation to the Divisional Secretary for the
compulsory acquisition of the land, and a Receivable of Rs.189,462,924 has been recognised in the financial
statements under Non Current Assets. As at Balance sheet date, the Company has not received any confirmation
regarding the value of the claim from the Divisional Secretary. This situation indicates the existence of uncertainty
as at Balance Sheet date, regarding the recovery and ultimate realisation of the compensation due from the
Government of Sri Lanka. 

Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

These financial statements also comply with the requirements of Section 151(2) of the Companies Act No. 07 of 2007.

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1. Reporting Entity

Pegasus Hotels of Ceylon PLC is a public quoted company with limited liability
incorporated and domiciled in Sri Lanka. The registered office of the Company is
located at No. 61, Janadhipathi Mawatha, Colombo 1. The principal activity of the
Company is hoteliering.

The principal place of the business is situated at Santha Maria Mawatha, Wattala.

In the opinion of the Directors the Company's ultimate parent undertaking and
controlling party is Carson Cumberbatch PLC.

2. Statement of Compliance

The Financial Statements of Pegasus Hotels of Ceylon PLC comprise the Balance Sheet,
Income Statement, Statement of Changes in Equity, Cash Flow Statement and Notes
to the Financial Statements. These statements have been prepared in accordance with
the Sri Lanka Accounting Standards (SLAS) laid down by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of Sri Lanka (ICASL) and comply with the requirements of the Companies
Act No. 7 of 2007.

The Financial Statements were authorized for issue by the Board of Directors on 12th
May 2010.

3. Basis of Preparation

The Financial Statements of the Company have been prepared on a historical cost
convention and applied consistently with no adjustments being made for inflationary
factors affecting the financial statements except for Land and Building as explained
below.

Freehold Properties are classified under Property, Plant & Equipment (PPE) which are
measured at cost at the time of acquisition and subsequently at revalued amount
which are the fair values at the date of revaluation less accumulated depreciation and
impairment losses, if any.  

All values presented in the financial statements are in Sri Lanka Rupees (Rs.) unless
otherwise indicated. 

4. Comparative Information

The previous year figures and phrases have been re-classified, wherever necessary to
conform to the current year's presentation and classification.

5. Significant Accounting Policies

The Accounting Policies have been applied by the company consistent with the
previous year. 
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5.1 Foreign Currency Transactions
Transactions in foreign currency are translated to Sri Lankan Rupees at the
foreign exchange rate ruling at the date of the transaction. Monetary assets and
liabilities denominated in foreign currencies at the Balance Sheet date are
translated to Sri Lankan Rupees at the exchange rate ruling at that date. Non-
monetary items are accounted for using the exchange rate at the date of the
transaction. Foreign exchange differences arising on transactions are recognized
in the income statement. 

5.2 Income Tax Expense
Income tax expense comprises of current and deferred tax expenses recognized
in the Income Statement.

(a) Current Income Tax
Provision for taxation is based on the profit of the year adjusted to arrive
at the taxable profit in accordance with the Inland Revenue Act, No. 10 of
2006 and amendments thereto.

(b) Deferred Taxation
Deferred Taxation is provided using the balance sheet liability method,
providing for temporary differences between the carrying amounts of
assets and liabilities for financial reporting purposes and the amounts used
for taxation purposes. The amount of deferred tax provided is based on
the expected manner of realization or settlement of the carrying amount
of assets and liabilities, using tax rates enacted or substantively enacted by
the reporting date.

Deferred tax assets, including those related to tax effects of income tax
losses and credits available to be carried forward, are recognized only to
the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be available
against which the asset can be utilized. Deferred tax assets are reviewed
at each reporting date and are reduced to the extent that is no longer
probable that the related tax benefit will be realized.

Assets and Bases of Their Valuation
Assets classified as current assets in the Balance Sheet are cash and those, which
are expected to be realised in cash during the normal operating cycle of the
Company's business or within one year from the Balance Sheet date, whichever
is shorter. Assets other than current assets are those which the Company intends
to hold beyond a period of one year from the Balance Sheet date.
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5.3 Property, Plant & Equipment and Depreciation
5.3.1 Valuation

Property, Plant & Equipment are stated at cost or valuation less
accumulated depreciation (refer note 6.3.3) and accumulated impairment
loss if any.

The revaluation model is adopted for freehold land and building while cost
model is adopted for plant and equipment.

The cost of Property, Plant & Equipment is the cost of purchase or
construction together with any incidental expenses incurred in bringing
the assets to its working condition for its intended use.

The cost of replacing part of an item of Property, Plant and Equipment is
recognized in the carrying amount of the item if it is probable that the
future economic benefits embodied within the part will flow to the
company and its cost can be measured reliably. The cost of day to day
servicing of Property, Plant and Equipment are charged to the income
statement as incurred.  

5.3.2 Revaluation
The freehold land & buildings are carried at revalued amounts.
Revaluation of these assets are carried out at least once in five years in
order to ensure that the book value reflects the realisable value. On
revaluation of an asset, any increase in the carrying amount is credited
directly to equity under revaluation reserve or used to reverse a previous
revaluation decrease relating to the same asset which was debited to
Income Statement. Any decrease in carrying amount is recognised as an
expenses in the Income Statement or debited directly to equity under
revaluation reserve to the extent of any credit balance existing in respect
of that asset.

5.3.3 Depreciation
Depreciation is charged to the income statement on a straight-line basis
over the following estimated useful lives of Property, Plant & Equipment at
varying rates specified on their cost or revalued amounts.

Buildings 75 years
Plant & machinery 01-14 years
Furniture & fittings 01-20 years
Equipments 01-14 years

No depreciation is charged on freehold land.
Depreciation of an asset begins when it is available for use where as
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depreciation of an asset ceases at the earlier of the date that the assets is
classified as held for sale and the date that the asset is derecognised. 
The appropriateness of useful lives of the assets and the depreciation rates
is assessed annually. 

5.3.4 Impairment of Property, Plant and Equipment
The carrying value of Property Plant and Equipment is reviewed for
impairment when events or changes in circumstances indicate the carrying
value may not be recoverable. If any such indication exists and where the
carrying value exceed the estimated recoverable amount the assets are
written down to their recoverable amount. Impairment losses are
recognized in the Income Statement unless it reverses a previous
revaluation surplus for the same asset.

5.3.5 Capital Work-in-Progress
Capital work-in progress represents the accumulated cost of the materials
and other costs directly related to the construction of an asset. Capital
Work-in-Progress is transferred to the respective asset accounts at the
time it is substantially completed and ready for its intended use.

5.4 Intangible Assets
All computer software cost incurred, licensed to be used by the Company, which
are not integrally related to associated hardware, which can be clearly identified,
reliably measured and it's probable that they will lead to future economic
benefits, are included in the Balance Sheet under the category intangible assets
and carried at cost less accumulated amortization and any accumulated
impairment losses. Intangible assets are amortised over three (3) to ten (10) year
based on the frequency/charge upgrade available on the software as per the
maintenance agreement entered with vendor. 

5.5 Inventories
Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value, after making
due allowance for obsolete and slow moving items. Net realisable value is the
price at which inventories can be sold in the ordinary course of business less the
estimated cost of completion and the estimated cost necessary to make the sale.
The inventories are valued on First In First Out basis.

5.6 Trade and Other Receivables
Trade and other receivables are stated at the amounts they are estimated to
realised. Where necessary, provision has been made for bad and doubtful debts.
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5.7 Cash and Cash Equivalents
Cash and Cash Equivalents are defined as cash in hand, demand deposits and
short term highly liquid investments, readily convertible to known amounts of
cash and subject to insignificant risk of changes in value.

For the purpose of the Cash Flow Statement, cash and cash equivalents comprise
cash at bank and in hand, short-term deposits with banks, net of bank overdrafts
and overnight borrowings. 

5.8 Impairment of Assets
As per Sri Lanka Accounting Standard 41 - “Impairment of Assets”, impairment
is required to be determined for identifiable assets. Identifiable assets of the
Company are reviewed at each Balance Sheet date to determine whether there
is any indication of impairment. If any such indication exists, the recoverable
amount of the assets is estimated and shown in the Balance Sheet. The
impairment loss is charged to the Income Statement.

5.9 Liabilities and Provisions
Liabilities classified as current liabilities in the Balance Sheet are those obligations
payable on demand or within one year from the Balance Sheet date. Items
classified as non current liabilities are those obligations, which expire beyond a
period of one year from the Balance Sheet date.

All known liabilities have been accounted for in preparing the financial
statements. Provisions and liabilities are recognised when the Company has a
legal or constructive obligation as a result of past events and it is probable that
an outflow of economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation.

5.10 Retirement Benefit Obligations
5.10.1Defined Benefit Plan - Retirement Gratuity

A provision has been made in the accounts for Retiring Gratuity from the
first year of service of an employee in conformity with the Sri Lanka
Accounting Standard -16; (Revised 2006) “Employee Benefit”, Retirement
benefit obligation is shown under the Non-Current Liabilities in the
Balance Sheet.

Gratuity provision for employees are made based on an actuarial valuation
which is carried out by an independent valuer as recommended by the
relevant Sri Lanka Accounting Standard, the 'Projected Unit Credit' (PUC)
method has been used in this valuation. However, according to the
Gratuity Act No. 12 of 1983, the liability to an employee arises only on
completion of five years of continuous service.

The liability is not externally funded.
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5.10.2Defined Contribution Plan - Employees' Provident Fund and
Employees' Trust Fund 
Employees are eligible for Employees' Provident Fund Contributions and
Employees' Trust Fund Contributions in accordance with the respective
statutes and regulations. The Company contributes 12% and 3% of gross
emoluments of employees to the Employees' Provident Fund and
Employees' Trust Fund, respectively. Contributions to the defined
contribution plans are recognised as an expense in the Income Statement
when incurred.

5.11 Trade and Other payables
Trade and other payables are stated at their cost.

5.12 Events occurring after the Balance Sheet date
The materiality of events occurring after the Balance Sheet date are considered
and appropriate adjustments to or disclosure made in the financial statements
where necessary.

5.13 Contingencies and Capital Commitments
All material capital commitments and contingent liabilities which exist as at the
Balance Sheet date are disclosed in the respective Notes to the Financial
Statements.

5.14 Provisions
Provisions are recognised when the company has a legal or constructive
obligation as a result of past event and it is probable that an outflow of economic
benefits will be required to settle the obligation.

Income Statement
5.15 Revenue Recognition

Revenue is matched with the related expenditure and is recognised in accordance
with Sri Lanka Accounting Standard No. 29 “Revenue” in the following manner:

Room Revenue - on a daily basis on the rooms occupied.

Food & Beverage Revenue - recognised at the time of sale.

Other Income - on an accrual basis.

Gain or loss of a revenue nature resulting from a disposal of property, plant &
equipment have been accounted for in the Income Statement as "Other
Income" and where the gain is on immovable property, such gain is appropriated
to capital accretion reserve.
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5.16 Expenditure Recognition 
5.16.1Operating Expenses

All expenses incurred in day-to-day operations of the business and in
maintaining the property, plant & equipment in a state of efficiency has
been charged to revenue in arriving at the profit or loss for the year.
Provision has also been made for bad and doubtful debts, all known
liabilities and depreciation on property, plant & equipment.

5.16.2Finance Expenses
Interest expenses are recognised on an accrual basis.

5.16.3Borrowing Cost
Borrowing costs are recognised as an expense in the period in which they
are incurred, except those that are directly attributable to the
acquisition/construction of property, plant & equipment which are
capitalised as part of the cost of the asset during the period of
construction and/or development.

5.17 Segment Reporting
Segment information has been prepared in conformity with the Accounting
Policies adopted for preparing and presenting the financial statements of the
Company.

However there are no distinguishable components to be identified as segments
for the Company.

6. Cash Flow Statement

Cash Flow Statement has been prepared using the indirect method.

Interest paid is classified as operating cash flows and interest received is classified as
investing cash flows for the purpose of presentation of the Cash Flow Statement.

7. Directors' Responsibility Statement

Directors acknowledge the responsibility for true and fair presentation of the financial
statements in accordance with the books of accounts and Sri Lanka Accounting
standards and the requirements of the Companies Act No 07 of 2007. 

8. New Accounting Standards Issued but not Effective as at Balance Sheet Date

The following standards have been issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of
Sri Lanka and are effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1st January 2011.
Accordingly these Standards have not been applied in preparing these Financial
Statements as they are not effective for the year ended 31 March 2010 and will
become effective for the Company only from the financial year beginning 1 April 2011.

2. A shareholder entitled to attend and vote at a General Meeting of the Company, is
entitled to appoint a proxy to attend and vote instead of him/her and the proxy need
not be a shareholder of the Company. 

A proxy so appointed shall have the right to vote on a show of hands or on a poll and
to speak at the General Meeting of the shareholders

3. A shareholder is not entitled to appoint more than one proxy on the same occasion.
